Writers type: Planning writer

Planners tend to act in a planned, structured and controlled manner and are geared
towards creating a text structure as early as possible in the work process and following it in
the further course of text production.

Advantages of the planning writer:
= keep the overview
= work goal-oriented, get to the point
= planned and structured procedure

Limits of the planning writer:

= Hardly any new ideas are generated in the planned writing process, strong orientation
towards external sources (reading), "tunnel view" on the topic.

= |n the case of complex topics (dissertation), a final outline at an early stage is often not yet
possible.

= Long hesitation to start writing can lead to writing inhibitions and procrastination.

= Demand to immediately create a perfect text version overloades and very slow writing speed
demotivates.

= Sich hinsichtlich der Anzahl der Versionen klar begrenzen (Ist eine flinfte Version
wirklich noch sinnvoll?).

Schreibtyp: Patchworkschreiber/in

Patchworkschreiber/innen tendieren dazu, je nach Lust und Laune von einem zum anderen Thema
zu springen und an mehreren Stellen gleichzeitig zu arbeiten. Sie folgen dabei lhrem Denkfluss und
inneren Impulsen, nicht einem vordefinierten Plan. Am Ende werden die einzelnen Textteile
zusammengeflgt.

Vorziige des Patchworkschreibens:
= Schneller Einstieg ins Schreiben, vom Leichtesten zum Schwersten.
= Ublicherweise keine Probleme mit Widerstianden, Hemmungen, Blockaden.

Grenzen des Patchworkschreibens:
= Uberblick iiber das Gesamtprojekt geht verloren, es kommt zu Wiederholungen.
=  Gedanken/ldeen werden nicht zu Ende entwickelt, es fehlt an Tiefe, weil vorher schon
wieder zum nachsten Thema gesprungen wird.
= Patchworken wird zur Vermeidungsstrategie um komplexen, schwierigen
Themenaspekten auszuweichen.

Tipps fur Patchworker/innen:
= Uberblickende Schreibtechniken einsetzen (z.B. Gedankenlandkarte, ,der rote
Faden”, Textpfad, Riickstrukturieren)

= Fokussierende, vertiefende Schreibtechniken einsetzen (Schreibstaffel,
Begriffserklarungen, Vergleiche und Argumentationslinien systematisch erarbeiten)

= Systematischen Uberarbeitungsplan anlegen
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
